Thursday 14t"October 2010 —Mabuya Camp

Today on arrival into Lilongwe International Airport, you wil be met and
assisted with your luggage before being escorted to your vehicle and being
transferred to Mabuya Camp in Lilongwe city centre.

And there is plenty to see, Lake Malawi
provides the worlds aquariums with the majority of their fish.

Camping at Mabuya Camp for 1 night



Fiday 15t October 2010 — Nkopola Lodge

Today you will depart Mabuya Camp and be transferred by road to Nkopola
Lodge (approximately 4 hours).

Thispicturesque lakeside resort islocated in a tranquil setting on the south-west
shore of Lake Malawi, between Monkey Bay and Mangochi.

The hillsde rooms are perched on the rocks and offer spectacular views over
the lake. The beachside rooms have private patios with sun-loungers, and the
rondavels, set among landscaped gardens, are well-designed for families. All
roomshave air-conditioning and satellite TV.

Facilities include an internet café and campsite. Activities include bikesfor-
hire, scuba-diving, snorkelling, sailing, wind-surfing, water-sking and cruising to
nearby Bird Idand and Cape Maclear. Traditional dances and an alfresco
barbeque are a feature on 'Speciality Nights.

Camping at Nkopola Lodge 3 nights

Monday 18h October 2010 - Lwonde National Park/Mvuu
Wilderness Campsite

Today you will depart Nkopola Lodge and be transferred by road to Mvuu
WildermessCamp (approximately 2 hours)

Liwonde National Park is considered to be the finest park in the whole of
Malawi for game and accommodation. It is also said to be one of the top
birding locationsin Southern Africa. The park well deservesthese accoladesas
it offerssome of the most scenic game viewing, beautiful riverine surroundings
and varied bird watching you could wish to find.

A great deal of the terrain is Shire River floodplains, much loved by the healthy



population of Hephants in this park. They are best viewed during your boat
safarion the Shire River, one of the many highlightsof a stay at Mvuu.

As well as boat safaris, game drives and nature walks enable guests to
experience a wide range of game, including large numbersof sable antelope,
hippo, impala, and waterbuck. Huge crocodiles and serval are also fairly
common. Birds are prolific, especially along the Shire River, where the African
Fsh Eagle and the Pel's Hshing Owl are frequently sighted, aswell as Bohm’s
Bee-eater, White Backed Night Heron, and a host of local
“specials’.Rhinoceroswasintroduced from South Africa and seem to be doing
well too but are often difficult to find.

In addition to the main game viewing activities, guests can do bicycle trips
from the boundary of Liwonde to the local villages outside the park - an
amazing cultural experience. Guests can also experience a night in
Ligwangwa, a typical rural Malawian village.

You have been booked into Mvuu Camp for the duration of three nights, the
nights of the 18t, 19th and 20 October 2010.

Your booking hasbeen made on a Full Board Basis! Thismeans
accommodation, meals and safaris are included. Your safaris consist of a boat
safariand a game drive. Excluded are your park fees, bar drinks, bottled water

and walking safari (these can be paid forlocally at the camp)

Today it remains a vibrant place, with plenty of historic colonial architecture
and some particularly interesting markets.

The Zomba Plateau to the west of the town isa beautiful upland area of forest
and farmland, which offers some interesting walking, good birding and great
viewsout over the surrounding country and down towardsthe distant lake.
